The III International Biennial of Graphic Digital Arts - Gdynia 2012 is the third presentation 
of digital media artwork aimed at the professional artists from home and abroad. 
First and Second Biennial have gained immense popularity and have shown that digital image 
is currently one of the fastest growing areas of art. The third edition of the Biennial will review 
what is the most interesting in the digital graphics world, and post-contest exhibition will bring closer the most interesting work to the visitors.

regulations

1. Only professional artists - graduates of higher artistic schools, excluding bachelors, may take part in the Biennial.

2. Participants may submit up to two previously non-awarded works owned by the authors 
and created after the October 2010. The size of the prints to be displayed must not be less than 
70 cm on the shorter side and cannot exceed 1.5 m on the longer side. Objects and multimedia installations will not be admitted.

3. Combined techniques are allowed however, digital processing ought to remain predominant.

4.  The artwork will be qualified:

a.  In the first stage the pieces of artwork will be qualified on the basis of submitted electronic files delivered on digital data carriers a preview version of 72 dpi, size up to 1500 pixels along the longer side, JPG file - format and RGB colour. For the printing of the catalogue please enclose a CMYK colour version, sized 18 cm along the longer side, TIFF or JPG file format, of the resolution of 300 dpi. The photos must be of good quality 
(colour, focus, contrast). The CD must be signed with the author’s name and the titles 
of the artwork in Polish and English. 
Sent-in data carriers are not returnable.

Participation in the first stage of the competition is free.

A filled-in and signed registration form with a digital data carrier are to be sent 
to the address: ERA ART Coastal Artists Promotion Association, PL - 81-437 Gdynia, 
ul. Wojewódzka 7, Poland, between 1.04.2012 and 6.05.2012 (postmark determined). 

The minutes of the deliberations will be made public on page www.eraartprofile.pl 
and the authors qualified for the second stage will be notified of the outcome by e-mail.

b. Artists qualified to the second stage of competition are asked to make a payment in 
the amount of: 

100 PLN - for Polish competitors

  80 EUR - for foreign competitors, including the cost of return shipment.

Payment should be made by 15 June 2012 and the photocopy of the payment slip should be sent to the organizer's address. In the absence of the above within a specified period participants will be excluded from taking part in the contest.

5. Admitted works should be delivered unframed and properly protected in tubes or other appropriate packaging (according to the transport conditions as offered by a mail service 
or a courier company). On the reverse each piece of work should be signed.

6. During the second stage, the jury will grant awards and distinctions for the submitted works. 
The jury’s decisions are final and indisputable.

7. The organizers reserve the right to publish works submitted to the Biennial in media 
and publications which promote the event with no fee payable to the authors.
8. All participants will be given a free-of-charge copy of the Biennial Catalogue.

9. After the exhibition the works of national artists will be returned, as non-value items, by mail service at the competitors’ expense, cash on delivery. The insurance cost is to be covered 
by the author upon prior arrangement with the organizers.

The works of artists from abroad will be returned at the expense of the organizer by Polish mail (without insurance). Taking into account the requirements of Polish mail note that the length 
of the parcels does not exceed 150 cm.
